What is vegan clothing?

More and more people around the world are
adopting a vegan lifestyle. The latest statistics
show that around 2% of adults in Canada and the
UKthat they are vegan, while about 4% of
the population of Sweden is believed to be vegan
now. These percentages have been increasing
gradually over the last twenty years.

Veganism is mainly evident in the food that
people eat. Vegans do not eat any food product
which is derived from animals, such as meat,
eggs or cheese. However, a vegan lifestyle is not
restricted to diet - true vegans refuse to use any
product that is animal-based including clothes.
The main animal products used in clothing
include leather, fur and wool. People have argued
about the use of animal fur for many years now
and fur is now rarely used in clothing, but most
people still wear leather shoes and jumpers and
scarves are usually made of wool. So, what are
vegan clothes and what do vegan clothes look
and feel like?

Well, vegan clothes are normally based either on
man-made materials, such as polyester, acrylic
or nylon, or on materials which are obtained from
plants, such as cotton. False leather can be made
from certain plants, including cork and even
mushrooms! Vegan clothes look like non-vegan
clothes and they don’t feel different either. Of
course, false leather shoes may smell different
from real leather shoes but the important thing

is that they look the same and no-one can tell

the difference.

Itis not all good news, however. Some vegan
materials can be bad for the environment. For
example, making vegan leather can use more
water than the production of real leather, while
intensive cotton production can also create
environmental problems. However, most people
agree that if we do not reduce the number of
animals used for the production of meat and
other animal products, this will be even worse for
the environment. At the moment, vegans are a
relatively small percentage of the population, but
the percentage is increasing and will eventually
become an important factor in the ways food and
clothes are produced.
